The Programme design consist of 4 stages:

Stages Commitment in each Stages

Participants will learn from and interact with experts on the the-
matic and technical areas to build relevant knowledge, to im-
prove their understanding of the topic, and to reflect on lessons
learned.

It includes 5 Sessions in the format of webinar, workshops and
live demonstration of Al-enabled tools creation.

Based on the knowledge participants acquired in the self-
learning stage, they will exchange ideas and critically reflect on
the topic during team discussions. Participants will be teamed
up to work together on designing an Innovative Teaching Prac-
tice (ITP).

After the self and team learning stages, participants will further
strengten their knowledge and pedagogical skills by putting their
knowledge into action. They will implement their designed
Innovative Teaching Practice (ITP) in their own classrooms/
schools, with the support and advise from the Mentors.

A 4-5-day long on-site conference to showcase and further
develop the selected Innovative Teaching Practices for
implementing in participants’ classrooms. Participants will be
invited to the conference based on their contribution and active
participation.
